Patricia Blues, 29, has a new aim in life: to keep drivers' hands on their steering wheels and  off their cell phones．On November 2, 2007, Blues lived through a horrible experience．A motorist dialing a cell phone drove through a stop sign at 45 miles per hour and run into the side of Blues'  car．Blues' 2-year-old daughter was killed immediately in the crash．

Blues has since dedicated her time to pushing for laws that would prevent this type of tragedy from happening again．

Cell phones are not the only distractions（分神） that cause accidents．Eating, changing CD, reading maps, talking to passengers, and just reaching for an object on the floor can be dangerous． Therefore, the emphasis should be on educating drivers to avoid all distractions．However, talking on cell phones might be easier to regulate than eating or changing music．At least 34 states have already passed laws to restrict cell phone use in moving cars．No state has banned it yet, but several U．S．cities have．Worldwide, 13 nations, including Australia, England, Germany, Japan and China have banned drivers' use of cell phones in moving cars．

To date, no scientific evidence has been published showing that talking on the phone affects driving safety．But according to a test by some high school students, "driving while on the phone does affect safety and probably shouldn't be done"．

Renaissance Reading:

The Accelerated Reader （AR） Program is a computerized reading enrichment program that combines great children's literature with computer skills．As an individualized reading program, it is designed to motivate students to read more and to read good literature．Students of different abilities can use this program．It is not a competitive program but one that improves any student's reading ability．

Here is how it works．Students select books in their reading range from our Accelerated Reader Selection and read it at their own pace．Once the student has completed the book, he/she is ready to take an AR quiz．Each quiz consists of 5, 10, or 20 multiple choice comprehensive questions about the book．

After taking the quiz, the computer shows the student how many questions he/she answered correctly, shows the correct answers for missed questions, and praises the students' efforts with an on-screen personalized message．Passing the quiz assures the teacher and the parent that the child actually read and understood the book．Each student tests independently—reading the quiz questions himself/herself．

The computer keeps track of reading points, books, and average test scores, as well as other data．A student may test on a book only once and should, therefore, have thoroughly read and understood the contents before taking the quiz．Each student is responsible for reading the screen to be sure the quiz, by title and author, is the correct one he/she wishes to take．

Students are recognized for their accomplishments with praise from the teachers and special recognition at the classroom level when individual and/or classroom goals are met．

Glaucoma（青光眼）is a major cause of blindness around the world,  especially in developing countries．The World Health Organization says glaucoma is a greater public health challenge than cataracts  （白内障）,   because the blindness caused by the latter can be cured after operations．

Glaucoma is a disease that makes people around the world lose their sight, and they usually don't even know they have the disease until it has permanently destroyed at least 40 percent of their sight．The process is usually so painless and subtle（不明显的 ）, so people don't notice it．Actually, the simplest medical test can discover it．

"It is the leading cause of blindness in the United States．In Hispanics and in African-Americans,  it's the second leading cause of blindness and so is the case in the Chinese and Indians． "said Dr． Alan Robin,  a specialist in treating glaucoma． "The glaucoma we see in sub-Saharan Africa is   a much more aggressive blinding disease than the glaucoma we see in Americans or even African- Americans in-the United States． "he said．      ．

Dr．Eric Fleischer also sees these differences at Medstar Washington Hospital Center． "Pretty  much anybody who has ancestors in Africa has an increased chance of developing glaucoma． "Age   is another thing that may lead to glaucoma, although people of all ages can get it．

Glaucoma is a group of diseases that commonly produce pressure in the eye．  An eye is sort of  like a watch． And behind the face of the watch,  liquid is made． It goes through your pupil（瞳孔）and into the front of the watch between the face and the crystal．There's an area around the edge of the watch that drains（使排出）the liquid． When that drain is blocked, the liquid can't leave the eye as fast as it is produced．The rising pressure within the eye damages and eventually kills the optic（视觉的） nerve．  The result is blindness．

Fortunately,  if caught early,  glaucoma can be controlled． Glaucoma is not curable． but as  researchers worldwide lean more about it,  they grow more hopeful that glaucoma can one day be  cured or even prevented．

When a dirty and untidy orange cat showed up in the prison yard,   I was one of the first to go out there and pet it．  I hadn't touched a cat or a dog in over 20 years．  I spent at least 20 minutes, knelt down behind the kitchen as the cat rolled around, relaxed．What he was expressing outwardly, I was feeling inwardly．  It was an amazing bit of grace to feel him under my hand and note that I was reaching a life or another creature with something as simple as my care．

Over the next few days,  there were other prisoners responding to the cat． Every yard period, a group of prisoners gathered there．They stood around talking and taking turns petting the cat．These were guys you wouldn't usually find talking to each other．Several times I saw an officer in the group,  not chasing people away, but just watching and seeming to enjoy along with the prisoners．  Bowls of milk and water appeared along with bread, wisely placed under the edge of the dustbin to keep the birds from getting it．

The cat was obviously homeless and in pretty bad shape． People said that the cat came to the right place． He's getting treated like a king． This was true． but as I watched I was also thinking about what the cat was doing for us．  There was a lot of talk about what's wrong with prisons in America． We need more programs． We need more psychologists or treatment of various kinds．Some may even talk about making prisons more kind．But I think what we really need is a chance to practice our own kindness．Not receive it, but give it．After more than two decades here, I know kindness is not a value that's encouraged．It's often seen as a weakness．Instead, the culture encourages keeping your head down, minding your own business, and never letting yourself be weak．

The cat did my heart good to see the effect he had on me and the men here．By simply saying, I need some help here", he did something important for us．He needed us．And we needed to be needed．I believe we all do．

Warren Buffett

For someone who is such a successful investor, Warren Buffett comes off as a pretty ordinary guy．He was born on August 30, 1930．71   He used to go door-to -door and sell soda water．When his family moved to Washington, Buffett became a paperboy for The Washington Post．Buffett ran his five paper routes and even added magazines to round out his product offerings．While still in school, he was making$ 175 a month, a full-time wage for many men．

72  He spent $ 1,200 on 40 acres of farmland in Nebraska．He and a friend also made $ 50 a week by placing pinball machines in barber shops．They called their venture（企业） Wilson Coin Operated Machine Co．

Already a successful small-time businessman, Buffett wasn't interested in going to college but ended up at the University of Pennsylvania—his father encouraged him to go．73   But he was turned down, which had to be one of the worst admission decisions in Harvard history．The outcome affected Buffett's life, for he ended up attending Columbia Business School, where he studied under Professor Benjamin Graham the father of securities analysis who provided the foundation （基础） for Buffett's investment strategy．

From the beginning, Buffett made his fortune from investing．He started with all the money he had made from selling soda water, delivering papers, and operating pinball machines．Between ．1950 and 1956, he grew his $ 9,800 to $ 14，000．74  And then he gradually drew in other investors through word of mouth and very attractive terms．
